Retrospektivni vystava Dionisia Fotopoula predstavuje poprvé v Ceské republice dflo jednoho

Kostymy i scénické modely spolu s desitkami névrhi a fotografii z inscenaci starovékych feckych her,
st&Zejnich klasickych a modernich d&l i experimentélnich projektd dokumentuif jeho dosavadni
scénografickou tvorbu. Fantastické a ¢arovné obrazy, v nichZ tchvatnym zplsobem prokazuje svou
nespoutanou fantazii i realistickou podstatu kaZdého obrazu, v sobé spojuji odkaz antického
starov&ku s evropskym uménim poslednich desetileti. Dilo ,,basnika masek”, jak byva Fotopoulos
nazyvan, predstavuje skute¢nou poctu bohu divadla Dionysa.

Scénicky a kostymni vytvarnik, sochaf: restaurator Dionisis Fotopoulos (nar. 1943) spolupracoval
s mnoha prednimi Feckymi i svétovymi reZiséry (napi Karolos Koun, Peter Hall, Peter Stein,
Jurij Ljubimov). Vytvoiil scénu a kostymy pro vice neZ 340 divadelnich pfedstaveni a témér
40 celovecernich filmd. Je drZitelem Fady domécich i zahraninich ocenéni a autorem mnoha

odbornych publikaci.

For the first time in the Czech Republic, the retrospective exhibition of Dionisis Fotopoulos presents the
work of one of the most eminent Greek artists and European scenographers of today. His design work has
been documented by the costumes and set models, designs and photos from the productions of the Greek
dramas, classical and modern titles, as well as experimental projects. He impressively illustrates his efferves-

cent imagination as well as a redlistic essence of each scene in his fantastic and magical images which
connect the legacy of classical Antiquity to the European art of last decades. The work of ,,poet of masks,

as Fotopoulos has been called, continues to represent a real honour to Dionysius, the god of theatre.

Stage, costume and film designer Dionisis Fotopoulos (born 1943) co-operates with top Greek and foreign
directors (Karolos Koun, Peter Hall, Peter Stein, jurij Ljubimov). He has created set and
costume designs for more than 340 theatre productions and 40 films. He has also worked as a sculptor
and restorer of the Byzantine monuments (Mystra). He has obtained several awards at home and
abroad. He has written several specialized publications.
